Guide for Safety at Work in
Cleansing of Buildings

Workers carrying out building cleansing work face various hazards such as those
arising from working-at-height, operating mechanical installations and electrical
equipment, and using chemicals and hand tools, etc.. Employers and employees
should comply with the "Occupational Safety and Health Ordinance" and the
"Factories and Industrial Undertakings Ordinance" as well as their subsidiary
regulations and codes of practices. While employers should take suitable
measures to ensure the safety and health of their workers, the occupiers of the
buildings, such as owners / incorporated owners' committees, estate
management companies and tenants, also have responsibilities to prevent
accidents in cleansing work. This guide only outlines some key safety and health
precautions to be taken in cleansing work. The practitioners in the trade should
make reference to the legislation, as well as the relevant publications published
by the Occupational Safety and Health Branch of the Labour Department and the
Occupational Safety and Health Council.
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
